Description

Course Description:

This course will introduce the student to the fundamentals of the Arabic language. The student will learn basic
vocabulary, verb conjugations, and grammatical usage through online listening, speaking, reading and writing
exercises. The student will also learn about the cultures of Arabic speaking nations.

Course Scope:

During this course, students will develop a basic knowledge of Modern Standard Arabic. MSA is the
standard written and scholarly language used in most educational, media, government, and administrative
institutions throughout the Arab world. Students will learn to recognize the letters of the Arabic alphabet in the
medial, initial, and final form and will learn to recognize the sounds that each makes. Through repeated
guided exercises, students will learn how to connect the letters to form words, and will practice reading and
listening to these words in simple texts on familiar topics. Students will apply grammatical skills to form basic
sentences on familiar social interactions such as interrogatives, greetings, introduction of self and family
members, and numbers.
